Owing to a clash with other events/commitments on the evening of 9th January, neither myself, nor the appropriate PCT Directors are able to attend the public meeting regarding the future of the RVH, Folkestone.
 
However, our position (which you may wish to convey to those present) on the possible sale of the Victorian part of the RVH is as follows:
 
The PCT has two types of responsibility regarding the RVH site.  One,  as employers of some of the staff (non-clinical) who are accommodated within the building and who will require re-location, and b) more-importantly, as  Commissioners of services that are currently located in the building.
 
Our expectation is, that if the building were sold, arrangements would be made to re-locate these services into a new, purpose-built facility which would maintain local access to services in a much improved environment.  We would also expect to be involved in any such discussions (and, indeed, involve clients of services that may be affected in any decisions about future location).  Therefore, our priority as Commissioners would be to ensure smooth transition to a new facility for the service, rather than involvement about the future of the site/building itself, which is an issue for the local planning authorities and the owner of the premises to agree.
 
I hope this clarifies our position.  We hope a member of our commissioning team will be able to attend the meeting as an observer, and will feed-back to the Management Team.
