More Post Offices face axe

Boost for business

F olkestone’s main Post
Office could be closed

under new Royal Mail and
Government plans. The
future of  hundreds of  ‘Crown’
Post Offices across the country
are under review.

Local campaigner Peter
Carroll slammed the plans
saying, “We have already seen
many local Post Offices closed
affecting the lives of
thousands of  people. Closing
any more, particularly a large
Post Office like Bouverie
Square, would be the final
straw.”

 Thousands of  Post Offices
have been closed by

Conservative and now a
Labour Government. This is
despite promises to protect the
Post Office network.

Sandgate resident and
campaigner Tim Prater said,
“Thanks to the closure of
many local branches
including ones in Sandgate,
Cheriton and Morehall,  even
more pressure has been placed
on the Bouverie Square
Branch. We cannot allow this
Post Office to be closed too.”

Hundreds of  residents from
across Shepway have already
signed a Lib Dem petition
calling for the Post Office to be
kept open.

Lib Dems keep Council Tax down in Hythe
L ib Dem run Hythe

Town Council is set for
a very low Council Tax rise
next year.

Hythe Lib Dem Councillor
Neil Matthews said, “Thanks

N ew proposals from the
European Commission

to open up European ports
to g reater competition
should provide benefits for
British exporters and
importers.

A previous EU proposal to
open the ports services market
was rejected by the European
Parliament last year after
Labour MEPs, influenced by
the trade unions, went against
the government´s support for
the measure.

Chris Huhne, Lib Dem MEP
for Kent welcomed the new
proposal saying, “We need to
have a proper single market
for shipping with vigorous
competition between ports,
and this proposal will help
achieve that.”

“The new plans are
potentially good news for local
ports across the South East,
and for British exports. Our
ports have long suffered from
the lack of  a level playing field
in Europe, so it is essential

that state-subsidised
continental ports compete
according to the same rules as
those in the UK.”

“At the same time we will
campaign to ensure that these
new rules neither discourage
investment nor create
unnecessary bureaucracy.”

Peter Carroll said, “The
journey to Dover some
patients and families would
face if  this happens could be a
difficult one. I believe that
these services must remain in
Folkestone where local people
can use them.”

new site in Folkestone. They
